ARTICLE-I: SCOPE OF THE MOU

This MoU details the modalities and general conditions regarding

f) Responsibilities of Lead Faculty will be specified by MEC
g) Leave will be asked through Lead Faculty and it will be reported to HoD
h) PSYEC will intimate Exam Dates to MEC for relaxing the Intems from

Work
i) Organization ofjoint conferences and seminars;
j) Joint guidance of student projects/thesis in Embedded and other areas of

national interest at PSYEC by MEC on mutually agreeable terms.
k) MEC may depute its personnel as visiting faculty at PSYEC to teach any of

the regular Course or specialized topics.

e) MEC will give Idea and Guidance for the final year Project of the Students
and PSYEC will take care of all other parts.
